VIKTOR TRETYAKON

The president of the International Violin Competition
in Krasnoyarsk is violinist, teacher, conductor, and one
of the most famous faces of the Russian violin school.

In 1966, while still a student at the Moscow State
Tchaikovsky Conservatory under the legendary
professor Yuri Yankelevich, Viktor Tretyakov won
the first prize at the International Tchaikovsky
Competition, which signified his breakthrough
as a performer.

The violinist successfully performs as a soloist
all over the world to this day.

The maestro’s repertoire is based mainly on violin
concertos of the 19th century, his interpretations
of works of the 20th century, primarily

by D.D. Shostakovich and S.S. Prokofiev, are
acknowledged as an example for other performers.

Viktor Tretyakov is a recurrent member and chairman
of the jury for many international competitions,

who brought up an entire constellation of star violinists
as a professor at the Moscow State Tchaikovsky
Conservatory and the Cologne University of Music.
From 1983 to 1991 led the State Chamber Orchestra

of the USSR.

Violinist, conductor, professor at the Moscow
State Tchaikovsky Conservatory, the Cologne
University of Music, Zurich University.
Honorary Member of the Russian Academy

of Arts. President of the Music Foundation
named after Y.I.Yankelevich, Chairman of the
international competitions. Holder of the Lenin
Komsomol Prize, Glinka State Prize of the RSFSR,
D. Shostakovich Prize, Prize of the President

VADIM REPIN

Soviet and Russian violinist, educator, prize-winner
of various international competitions.

Vadim Repin started playing the violin at the age

of 5 under Dmitry Vaks. Two years later, on his
teacher’s recommendation moved to Professor at the
M.L Glinka Novosibirsk State Conservatory Zakhar
Bron. In 1982, at the International Competition

for Young Violinists in Honour of Karol Lipinski

and Henryk Wieniawski in Lublin, won with his
rendition of the Violin Concerto No.l in C major

by T.N. Khrennikov.

In 1989, the musician became the youngest winner
of the most prestigious Queen Elisabeth Competition
in Brussels in its entire history, having played the
Violin Concerto by P.I. Tchaikovsky and Sonata No. 3
by I. Brahms in the final round. After this event, the
doors of the best world halls were opened to him.

In the same year Vadim Repin moved to Luebeck
(Germany) together with the family of Z. Bron and his
other students (N. Madoev, M. Vengerov and

N. Prishchepenko).

His recordings have received the “Echo Classic”,
Diapasond’Or and many other awards.

The virtuoso holds the unique position of the
Exclusive artist of Deutsche Grammophon (since
2008).

People’s Artist of the Russian Federation,
recipient of the Lenin Komsomol Prize.
Organizer and art director

of the Trans-Siberian Art Festival (since 2014).

“Yermak”, which premiered in 2019. «You ought to
have a level of creative brazenness, courage to make
a statement. You also need to work a lot - the more
you compose, the better you are with your technique,
skill, knowledge...the better you understand yourself,»
says maestro Tchaikovsky.

The composer conducts master classes in the USA,
Canada, Germany and other countries, participates
in the jury of various competitions, and even writes
critical articles for music magazines.

to 1976. It became a part of a large-scale campaign
under the slogan “Let’s turn Siberia into a land of high
culture!” Since 1978, the orchestra had been led by the
conductor, the People’s Artist of Russia Ivan Shpiller,
the last student of Alexander Gauk. Since 1989, the
orchestra has been touring throughout Russia and
abroad.

By the order of the Ministry of Culture of the Russian
Federation, in 1993 the orchestra was awarded the title
“Academic” as a recognition of its highest qualification.
In 2009 the Siberian State Symphony Orchestra
received the status of a particularly valuable object of
cultural heritage of the Krasnoyarsk region.

In 2015, maestro Vladimir Lande (USA), a student of the
outstanding teacher Gustav Mayer, became the Chief
Conductor and Artistic Director of the Siberian State
Symphony Orchestra.

Under his leadership, the orchestra regularly

performs at the country’s leading venues: Grand Hall
of the D.D. Shostakovich Saint-Petersburg Academic
Philharmonia, Concert Hall of the Mariinsky Theatre,
Tchaikovsky Concert Hall, Zaryadye Concert Hall.

The orchestra collaborates with the best recording
companies in the world: Melodiya, Naxos, Parma,
Navona.
